Performer/Facilitator based in the West Midlands (within easy commuting distance of 
Telford) to join the ARE YOU DANCING? team, a community storytelling and dance 
initiative that brings a DJ, portable dancefloor, and disco vibes into public spaces to 
gather stories and activate joy. These events are a musical invitation to dance, share 
memories, and take part in a larger performance project that celebrates community, 
dance, memory, and identity. 

About the Project: 
Are You Dancing? is a brand-new, tourable, community-devised theatre piece that 
celebrates the joy of dance in all its forms. At its heart lies the stories of local people, 
their memories, their music, and the places where dancing has brought them together. 
 
The piece will follow the lives of diRerent generations who have each found joy, love, 
and identity through dancing. From ballroom to breakdance, disco to folk, the project 
will capture the evolution of music and movement, weaving together past and present 
in a powerful celebration of belonging.
